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Non-Offending Caretakers Group

for Children and Adolescents with Sexual Behavior Problems (SBP)

	


Description & Purpose:  

Psycho-educational group focused on teaching non-offending caretakers (i.e., non-perpetrators) about the challenges, risks and other important issues related to caring for children and adolescents who have been sexually abused and/or who are exhibiting sexual behavior problems.  The primary goal of this group is to provide caretakers with the skills necessary to prevent children and adolescents from acting out sexually as well as with ways to intervene appropriately if and when children display sexually inappropriate behavior, including child-on-child sexual abuse.

Appropriate Referrals:  

Non-offending parents, guardians or caretakers of children and adolescents with sexual behavior problems and/or who have been sexually abused by adults or other children.  Group members may be self-referred or referred through various community agencies including, but not limited to:  The Department of Children and Families (DCF), Partnership for Strong Families (PSF), Child Welfare Legal Services (CWLS), Guardian ad Litem Program (GAL), Meridian Behavioral Health Services (MBH) and the Child Advocacy Center (CAC).  Recent perpetrators of sexual abuse on children are not accepted into the program.  
Material/Information Presented:

At a minimum, the following topics and information is presented and processed during group sessions:  
· Definitions, types and myths related to child sexual abuse

· Effects of child sexual abuse
· Emotional, physical & sexual boundaries
· Assessing child sexual behaviors
· Preventing sexual acting out behaviors

· Crisis prevention & intervention
· Avoiding sexualized environments
· Developing & following safety plans

· Appropriate supervision methods

· Establishing personal and community support

· Therapy issues
· Caretaker responses

Program Requirements:

Participants must attend and participate in all ten (10) groups sessions, each being ninety (90) minutes in duration.  Each group member must also complete an Intake Assessment prior to participating in treatment as well as a Discharge Assessment following the completion of all ten (10) group sessions.  In order to successfully complete the group, each member must attend all group sessions and demonstrate sufficient competency with regards to the major areas of the program by earning at least 80% on a post-test.   Consideration is offered with respect to each members functioning level, IQ and verbal/writing skills. 

Group Leaders:

All group sessions are provided by licensed mental health professionals with experience working specifically with children and families in the area of sexual abuse and intervention.  

Fees:

Participants are responsible for payment and must pay via cash, money order, cahiers/bank checks or personal checks following each group.  Payment may also be made through pre-approved funding through The Department of Children and Families, Partnership for Strong Families or other established agency.  In some cases and depending on the circumstances, sliding scale fees may be available.
